   Billy Idol is the living defi-
nition of a rock star; his per-
sona is larger than life and
at times he's cheeky, cocky
and over the top. But he is
also a great songwriter and
performer who has been
rocking the cradle of love
for 50 years now. This
rockumentary, 'Billy Idol
Should Be Dead', is a
companion piece to his
bestselling 2015 memoir
'Dancing with Myself' as
both traced his life from his
birth as William Broad in
England right up to recent
times-warts and all. Billy
tells the story with cameos
by the likes of Pete
Townshend, Billie Joe
Armstrong, Duff McKagan,
Miley Cyrus, John Taylor,
Nile Rodgers, Fall Out
Boy’s Patrick Stump, and
Sex Pistols’ Steve Jones
and Paul Cook. These two
guys stand out more be-
cause it was seeing the
Sex Pistols live that played
a vital role in Billy's desire
to be a rock star. Billy Idol
had a rocket ride to the top
of the music world, but of
course for a lot of rockers

the hard partying weighs in
and this feature holds noth-
ing back; the impact of
Billy's heroin use is laid out
bare here as he says it
was normalized in those
days; “a lot of the people
we loved were all heroin
addicts…we weren’t think-
ing how dangerous it was;
in fact, we were thinking
quite the opposite: maybe
this could unleash some-
thing.” It became apparent
when recording “Dancing
with Myself,” as there were
3 bottles of methadone on
the control desk—for the
three people working on
the song. With incredible
animation sequences and
the use of black and white
interviews this documen-
tary shines a new light on
Billy's life, his music, how
his music videos helped
build MTV and his phe-
nomenal chart suc-
cesses. From punk
rocker to rock royalty-
that's Billy Idol.

April 30th is the deadline for Individual Tax Returns to
be filed. Below are some helpful tips and tax filing
information.

    April 30, 2026: This is the deadline for most individuals
to file their 2025 tax return and pay any taxes owed. By
filing and paying on time, you will avoid late-filing penalties
and interest.

    June 15, 2026: This is the deadline for self-employed
individuals to file their 2025 tax return. If you are not self-
employed, but your spouse or common-law partner is,
you have the same deadline. If you owe money, you will
still need to pay by April 30, 2026, to avoid paying interest.

   Staying up to date with your tax obligations can help you
avoid interest and stress. You can make a payment to the
CRA in many ways, including online options. This allows
you to choose the method that works best for you. If you
can’t pay a debt right away, the CRA offers flexible
options to pay over time.

   The Manage balance service within My Account is also
available. It offers individual taxpayers with personal in-
come tax or COVID-19 benefit debts of $1,000 or more
the ability to set up payment arrangements without need-
ing to contact a collections officer.

   If you are having difficulty paying your outstanding taxes
or other government debt, we encourage you to contact
the CRA as early as possible. The CRA is committed to
working with you to find a suitable option based on your
situation.

   You can request changes to a tax return if you need to
correct amounts or forgot to include information. You’ll
receive significantly faster service by submitting your
change request online instead of by paper. It only takes
about two weeks to process an online change request.
Due to a higher-than-normal paper inventory, paper
requests can take up to 12 weeks. Please note that in
some cases, it can take up to 45 weeks to process a
change request. nOnce you receive your NOA, you can
request a change online through your CRA account or
certified tax software. You can find more information on
our Changing a tax return web page.

  The one-time GST/HST credit
top-up payment will be issued
as part of the transition to the
new Canada Groceries and
Essentials Benefit (CGEB)
which will replace the GST/HST
credit effective July 2026.
   This additional one-time top-
up payment will be 50% of your
total annual GST/HST credit
amount only for the period from
July 2025 to June 2026, if you
were entitled to the January 2026
payment. It does not include any
related provincial and territorial
program amounts.
   This one-time payment will
provide additional immediate
support to more than 12 million
Canadians with low- and mod-
est-incomes to help manage
day-to-day essential costs
until the CGEB comes into
effect.
   The one-time GST/HST credit
top-up payment will be issued
starting June 5, 2026.
   The payment may still be
called the GST/HST credit
payment while Canadian finan-
cial institutions update their
systems.
   If you are signed up for direct
deposit, your payment will be
deposited directly to your bank
account.
   If you do not have direct
deposit set up, you will receive
a paper cheque by mail.
