- Eligible dependants: Single parents are allowed to claim the
$11,138 amount for an eligible dependant (sometimes referred to
as equivalent to spouse) for one of their children as well as the
$2,255 child amount. You have to support your child in a dwelling
which you live in and maintain.
- Joint custody: If there are two children and the parents share
joint custody, then each parent can claim the equivalent to spouse
amount for one child. But if you pay child support, you cannot claim
this credit.
- Amount for children under age 18: In primary custody situations,
you are the only parent  allowed to claim this amount. For joint
custody, it must be claimed by the one who claimed the amount for
an eligible dependant. If you can’t agree then no one will be able to
claim it.
- Child Tax Benefit: This benefit is calculated by your household
income level so the amount you receive depends on your earnings.
The rates and amounts vary by province but in general, if you earn
more than $43,953, the amount you receive will be reduced. There
is also a supplement for lower-income families earning between
$25,584 and $43,953. In joint custody situations, the benefit is
split. (Not sure. Can someone confirm)?
- Child Support: If your agreement is dated after May 1, 1997 then
child support payments are neither taxable nor deductible although
you do need to report them on your tax return.
- Child Activities: The Children’s Fitness Amount can be claimed
by either parent but cannot exceed $1000 in total per child. There
is also a Children’s Arts Amount of up to $500 per child.
- Universal Child Care Benefit: For any children under 6, you will
receive $100 per month under the Universal Child Care Benefit
program but it is considered income. If you are single, the
government now allows you to report this as income for one of
your children.
- Child Care: Child care expenses can add up but you must have
receipts from your daycare or babysitter. If you are paying a family
member to look after your children, this can be claimed as long as
they are 18 or over and provide a receipt with their SIN. They will
also need to report this income on their tax return.
-  Changing status: If you move in with the other parent of your
child, you are considered commonlaw for tax purposes straight
away. If you move in with someone else, you are only considered
common-law after you have lived together for a year. If you get
married or become common-law, you need to report
the change to the Canada Revenue Agency using a RC65 Form.
This will affect your ability to claim the equivalent to spouse
amount as well as your Child Tax Benefit calculation.
- Claiming dependants: Once a child turns 18, they are no longer
considered a dependant for tax purposes even if you continue to
support them. The only exception is infirm children. Unused tuition
and educations credits can also still be transferred to a parent,
even if the student is older than 18.

“METAL ON ICE”   by Sean Kelly
Dundurn Press - MUSICNOTES
is notes about music, hence the
name-but this time it’s going to be
notes about notes about music. If I
just lost you there-I’m writing a book
review for a book about music.
   Sean Kelly was born in North Bay,
Ontario and is a guitarist who fronts
the band Crash Kelly. He has
worked with Alice Cooper, Nelly
Furtado, Helix (great full-circle story
here on them), and
Gilby Clarke to name
just a few. He wrote this
book, the full title being
“Metal on Ice: Tales
from Canada’s Hard
Rock and Heavy
Metal Heroes”. The
book details Sean’s
experiences living the
‘rock and roll fantasy’,
and includes
interesting interviews
he did with a huge
number of Canadian musicians
who were key players in the
Canuck hard rock scene during the
1980’s and early 1990’s, as they
slugged it out gig after gig in dingy
dives and hockey rinks, from the
east coast to the west coast and all
points in-between. On page 13
Sean wrote the following paragraph
while he was on the Sunset Strip in
Hollywood; “The road to Canadian
musical glory is not lined with the
palm trees of this fabled strip or the
top down convertibles I am
watching pass by. It is a road slick
with black ice, obscured by
blizzards and littered with moose
and deer that could cause peril for
a band strung out from too little sleep
and too much excess as they

thunder along the Trans-Canada
Highway in a cube van.” When I read
these lines I was sold on how
awesome this book is.
   For me what made the book an
even better read were the mentions
of small towns in Northwestern
Ontario that I was familiar with (I lived
in Thunder Bay for 2 years) like
Wawa, North Bay, Kapuskasing,
Geraldton, etc. and the litany of
Canadian hard rock bands in the
book like Sven Gali, Sword, Slik

Toxik, Anvil, Voivod,
Helix, Harem
Scarem, Honeymoon
Suite, and many more
that I listened to over
the years.
   Most of them
dreamed of getting that
elusive record deal
and making it big in
America, but a lot of the
time that very same
record deal worked
against the artist, as

they saw their dreams go ‘south of
the border’ in a totally different way.
The book has great insights into how
Lee Aaron made it big in Europe long
before even being considered as a
serious artist in Canada, how Anvil
got screwed over by record labels,
and how the whole Grunge
movement decimated hard rock and
metal, and that the internet helped
revive it.
   I read a lot of books by musicians
and this one is written for hard rock
fans-by a hard rock fan; it’s all about
the rockers who dared to dream, and
dared to play the game. This book is
a historical essay on Canadian hard
rock/metal music, and those who
made that history. Kudos to Sean
Kelly and Dundurn Press.
