Paul McCartney – “Pure
McCartney” - I wrote a ‘teaser’
in last week’s column
mentioning this week’s
review-and this is indeed a
new collection of greatest hits
from Paul McCartney.
However, there is a
slight disclaimer of
sorts-these songs are
ones that Paul
personally chose for
this release, meaning
that some of them are
lesser known songs
that are included here
as part of what he called “a
musical adventure”. I also
have to mention that there are
actually 3 versions available;
this 2-disc CD set with 39
tracks, a 4-disc LP set of 41
tracks, and a 4-disc CD set
(and deluxe digital edition)
with 67 tracks-wow, that a lot
of Macca! (Paul’s nickname).
   For the most part these 2
discs (or digital albums-if you
will) do indeed contain a lot of
big hits and great tracks
spanning Paul’s early years
after The Beatles, his Wings
era and some more recent
solo songs as well. The
collection starts off with
Paul’s first solo song that
was actually written while The
Beatles were falling apart, so
the song generated a lot of
interest when it was released
in 1970; “Baby I’m Amazed”
was a new start for Paul after
leaving something that was
so musically monolithic and
global in scale that it would
shadow everything he, John,
George and Ringo would ever
do afterwards. However, as a
first step away from The

Beatles this song was a great
choice.
  Paul McCartney went onto
form the band Wings in 1971,
and for 10 more years that
band scored hit after hit after
hit, giving us probably the best

material Paul’s ever
done after The
Beatles. Some
absolute audio
masterpieces are
here, such as the
hypnotic “Let Me
Roll It”, “Jet”, “Band
On The Run” (which

is really 3 songs in one), “Silly
Love Songs”, the Scottish
masterpiece “Mull of Kintyre”
(which still stirs the heart when
the bagpipes drone in), the
dramatic James Bond movie
theme “Live and Let Die”, the
atmospherically wonderful “My
Love” and of course “Listen To
What The Man Said”.
   After Wings was dissolved
in 1981, Paul continued to
release great hit songs, such
as his duet with Stevie Wonder
on “Ebony and Ivory” (from
1982) and his incredible chart-
smashing duet the next year
with Michael Jackson on “Say
Say Say”. Both songs are
definitely remixed here, as are
a number of the other tracks-
but it’s definitely for the better,
as the songs have a fresher
delivery to them.
   Paul’s last ‘hit’ (per se) was
1989’s  “My Brave Face” but
some of the best songs I’ve
ever heard were not hits-they
were just great songs, and the
lesser-known ones included
here are all great tracks. The
“Pure McCartney” collection is
pure enjoyment.
