lan Thomas —“A Lifein Song” -
It was a pleasant surprise to
receive this new album for two
reasons; | didn’t know about it,
and | have not heard this artist’s
name mentioned in quite some
time. To refresh some
memories, lan Thomas is a
Canadian singer/songwriter
who came to
prominence in 1973
with his hit song |
“Painted Ladies”.
Over the years lan
released 15
albums, had top 10
hits and his songs |
have been |
performed by
Santana, Chicago, Bette Midler,
America and others. lan also
formed the band The Boomers
in 1991 and they released 4
albums. He’'s also comedian
Dave Thomas' s brother.

lan Thomas already has 2
greatest hits albums out, but
that's where this new one is a
departure-rather than just
releasing the ‘same old same
old’ lan decided to record
orchestral reinterpretations of
the songs with the acclaimed
Prague Philharmonic Orch-
estra, and that was a stroke of
genius because, as lan recently
said; “our goal was to integrate
the song right into the orchestra
or in some cases to use the
orchestra to underscore the
lyric,” and what we get here is a
fresh new take on some of lan’s
old favourites, some recent stuff
and a new song.

As mentioned in the first
paragraph, lan’s song “Painted
Ladies” was the door opener for
his career, and his revisiting the

The
original version had an almost
funky vibe to it, and that spirit is
maintained here-but layered
with orchestrations that make
the song so much more
vibrant and timeless.

The new track is “So Cold In
The City”, and it reminds me of
a song Sting or Mark Knopfler
would do-and that's a definite
compliment to lan. The song
has a lonely and haunting
quality to it, but has a tiny
glimmer of hope that makes it
truly enjoyable and
memorable.

Without mentioning every
song here | do want to give
props to “Pilot” and “The
Runner”, two of lan’s more well
known songs that absolutely
sparkle and shine with the new
treatments given to them.
Simply put-this is a great

album. y
