SAMMY HAGAR – “This is
Sammy Hagar When the Party
Started-Volume 1”  - Yes,
Sammy Hagar is back-the man
who replaced David Lee Roth
as lead singer for Van Halen
when Roth parted ways with
the band; Hagar then went onto
lead VH to their greatest
commercial and
creative period
in the band’s
history. Although
it’s not as if
Hagar needed
that gig-he was a
successful solo
artist having
released 8
albums-before
that he was in the band
Montrose-and after his days in
VH he released 10 more
albums in various bands. In
2007 he sold 80% of his Cabo
Wabo tequila company for 80
million dollars-so he has a
keen eye and ear for music,
and business. This release is
not a greatest hits package per
se, its more of a collection of
Sammy’s solo stuff from his
1999 ‘Red Voodoo’ album, right
up to 2005’s ‘Livin’ It Up’
album-and the songs
represent Sammy Hagar
making the music he wanted
to make, not what a record label
or band wanted or expected
from him. The collection starts
off with a jaw-dropper; “Stand
Up” was the song that Mark
Wahlberg sang as his first live
on-stage number with the band

Steel Dragon in the movie “Rock
Star” and things stay ontrack
with the songs “Serious Juju”
and “Ten 13”-both of which help
to make us really appreciate
what Sammy brought to Van
Halen, as well as his bands
Chickenfoot, The Waboritas and
The Circle. Anyone who knows
Sammy’s music would
reasonably expect songs and
references to the coast, beaches
and having a “refreshment” or

two-and the songs
“Livin’ On A
Coastline”, “One
Sip” and “Tropic Of
Capricorn” take
care of that quite
nicely, thank you.
The quick
i n s t r u m e n t a l
named “Maui
Wowie” is pretty

much self-explanatory-with it’s
‘inhaling’ intro, and “Psycho
Vertigo” is pretty much a Van
Hagar song-slightly heavy and
kick ass. The Mississippi
mudslide guitar makes a bluesy
rock and roll appearance on the
remixed version of “Sam I Am”
and Sammy’s vocal chops really
shine on “Halfway To Memphis”-
it’s a great song. Extra treats here
are the outtake version of the
song “Shag” and the new song
“No Worries”-one all about
having no cares, no job and just
having a good time singing
songs. “Never Say Goodbye” is
also a new song, a mellow
ballad about long gone
musicians-and the song really
sounds like a great Guns ‘N’
Roses track. All in all, this party’s
start is a blast-so get onboard.
