This week I’m taking a different
approach in this column by
looking back at an album that
was released in 1993, was not
well-received at the time but
in retrospect deserves a total
re-think. It was the fifth album
released by British singer William
(Michael Albert) Broad. William
enjoyed great success with his
previous albums and when he
released the 1990 album
“Charmed Life” he suffered a
broken leg in a motorcycle
accident. While he recovered
he was interviewed by
legendary rock journalist Legs
McNeil who noticed the
electronic muscle stimulator on
William’s leg-referring to him as
a “cyberpunk”, in particular the
cyborg qualities of William’s
appearance. William then took
a serious interest in the works
of author William Gibson for the
first time, although Broad had
already read the book
“Neuromancer” in the mid-
1980s. Over the next 3 years
he continued to investigate
cyberpunk fiction and
technology. This all led to the
1993 release of a concept
album, with Broad’s first
attempts at using computers in
making his music. The theme
was the cyberdelic subculture
of the late 1980s and early
1990s, and the album was very
experimental for its time, and
a groundbreaker for using a
new tool-digital media. William
Broad went on to set several
precedents in promoting the

new album; using the internet,
email lists, virtual communities
and multi-media software-no
other artist had done anything
like this before.
  The album featured a
cyberpunk-styled storyline as
well as synthesized vocals and
industrial sound influences-Broad
then based his fashion style,
music videos, and stage shows
on the theme of cyberpunk.
   There were not many hits
from the album; “Shock To The
System” was the only one-
based on the 1992 Los Angeles
riots, and the music video for
the song was totally
groundbreaking-and did indeed
influence the look of music
videos to come. The only other
song to garner much attention
was the cover of Lou Reed’s
“Heroin” for which Broad did a
fantastic version, totally making
the song his own. As mentioned
earlier the album was released
to mostly negative reviews, but
it did polarise the internet
communities of that time.
Haters said it was an act of
‘opportunistic commercialisation’
and that it was part of a process
that overused the term
“cyberpunk”, eventually causing
the word to lose meaning, and
in literature cyberpunk was the
new vanguard. However,
supporters saw Broad’s efforts
as harmless and well-
intentioned, and liked his new
interest in cyberculture. Looking
back, this album was ahead if
its time-and by the way, William
Broad is better known as Billy
Idol-the album’s name?
“Cyberpunk”.
