NICKELBACK - “Feed The
Machine” - It’s a simple fact that
some people just love to hate
Nickelback-and for a while it
was like a musical plague; in
November of 2011, users of the
music-oriented dating site
Tastebuds.fm voted Nickelback
as the number one musical
turnoff, edging out Justin Bieber
and Lady Gaga. In
May of 2013, the
readers of Rolling
Stone magazine
n a m e d
Nickelback the
second worst
band of the
1990s, behind
only Creed.
However, the best
revenge against the haters is
success; I saw Nickelback
perform live and they were
phenomenal, plus they have
released 9 albums (counting
this one) and refuse to go away-
as a matter of fact through sheer
perseverance they continually
rub their arses in the face of
detractors by releasing so many
good songs, just like what we
find on this-album number 9.
   The first single released, and
the album’s namesake, “Feed
The Machine” sees the band
return to their early, harder-
edged days with a guitar sound
and drumbeat that reminds me
of the band Disturbed. This is a
wickedly heavy song. Similarly,
“For The River” is a fill-on rocker

plastered with that signature
Nickelback sound stamp that
fans have come to love. As for
some of the other songs, “Silent
Majority” is a great number that
manages to find a perfect
balance between hard rock and
melodic rock and “Everytime
We’re Together” walks a similar
musical path-and that’s a good
thing.
   Of course being a Nickelback
album there are going to be

some slower AOR
(album-oriented
rock) songs
included; “Song
On Fire”, “After
The Rain” and
“Home” are heavy
ballads that are
pure 100%
Canadian prime
rock. To switch

things up a bit the band cuts into
the song “Must Be Nice”; it has
an almost funky feel to it as
Chad Kroeger rock raps on the
beat-heavy hard rockin’ track,
making the song sound like
something Kid Rock might do.
